The children in Class 4 performed a few short plays which were most enjoyable.  Many thanks to the children who worked so hard organising the event and the parents for their donations of goods and money.  We easily achieved our first two targets and were well on the way to the third by early afternoon.  With the plays, buns, cakes and tombola still to go we had collected enough to immunise 170 children against polio.
