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THE TRAVELLING CRIB (otherwise known as the Knitted Nativity, or the ‘Posada’)


Would you like to host the Travelling Crib for a night?


Posada is a Spanish word meaning ‘inn’.  Posada celebrations originated in Mexico and originally involved two young people travelling round their community, dressed as Mary and Joseph, telling people about the imminent arrival of Jesus and asking if they would give him a room.  The modern day equivalent is based on this concept, but involves a knitted Mary, Joseph and Jesus and supporting extras and enables different people to give a home to the nativity figures for a night.


Beginning their journey at the start of Advent the figures in the crib will travel around the parish each day from home to home arriving in church at the Crib Service on Christmas Eve (usually 4pm/4.30pm).  Over the last few years I have organised for a Posada to travel round the village during Advent, mainly through Sunday School and playgroup, although the crib also spends a night in school.
