OFSTED INSPECTION

We are delighted with the recent Ofsted inspection, where the school was judged as ‘Grade 2 – GOOD’, with pupil’s personal development highlighted with outstanding features.  All areas of the school that were assessed were either judged as Grade 2 – GOOD, or Grade 1 – OUTSTANDING.  This is a wonderful achievement and we are very proud.  (The possible Inspection Grades are:  1 = Outstanding, 2 = Good, 3 = Satisfactory and 4 = Inadequate).
Children were commended for excellent attendance, achievement and behaviour.  Safeguarding and healthy living were also key areas of praise. Outstanding equality of opportunity and diversity was also noted.
The hard work and new structures put into place have ensured a consistent approach throughout school, which has led to improved progress at each level.  More rigorous monitoring, evaluation and assessment systems ensure planning and delivery of the curriculum are relevant to our children, and with each child tracked from Reception to Year 6, we can identify where additional support needs to be given. The curriculum is good throughout school and pupils’ lives are enriched through particularly exciting high quality work in art, music and physical education.  The Inspectors commented that the school provides good care, guidance and support and that parents are proud of the school.  The majority of parents feel that our school is welcoming and friendly, and one comment was, “I couldn’t have imagined a better educational start for my child.  It is a very friendly school with a lovely atmosphere”.
